Activity title: Colored Critters: Warhol Style

Teacher: Ranae Kelley (references:)

Grade level: 9th – 12th grades

Media: Graphite pencil, colored pencils and markers

Time/Number of sessions: 1 hour 20 min/1week

Objectives: 
1) Introduction to Pop Art. Students will learn broadly about Pop Art, and learn more in depth about Andy Warhol’s life and works.

2)  The students will be able to work in groups. They will design a cause around a specific critter (i.e. Insects, reptiles, and amphibians).

3) Students will be able to design a simplified, or stylized work of art works of art based on their critter. They will present their cause and their works of art to the class in their group.

Essential Questions:

1) Who is Andy Warhol?

2) What art period is he known for?

3) What medium of art did Warhol work in the most often?

4) What are some of the causes that Warhols art supports?

5) How will you use the principles of design in your drawing?

Motivation/Hook:  Helping to save a living creature, especially one they love, will hook the student’s attention.

Preparation:

· Set out drawing paper (pre-cut)

Procedures:

Day 1

1) As the students enter the room and are seated the teacher will show a power point on Andy Warhol & pop art.

2) The teacher will talk about the causes Warhol pushed, and show photos.

3) Teacher will show examples and give a demonstration on drawing the critters.

4) Student will break into groups of four and decide who is the project manager, graphic designer, and colorist. The fourth member will choose to be either an extra graphic designer or colorist.

5) Students will pick out a critter they want to design illustrate, and write a cause for.

Day 2

1) Their causes will be approved by the teacher, once approved the graphic designer will find a photo that their group approves of and make a simplified or stylized version of the photo. Then the graphic designer and one other group member will trace the photo until they have four copies.

2) The colorist will come up with four different color palettes to use on the four pictures. They must have two colors, but no more than four. Once the group approves the colors, the colorist and one other member will color the pictures.

Day 3, 4 and 5

1) Work days. The graphic designers will continue/finish up the tracing of their critters.

2) The colorists will continue coloring in the photos.

3) The project manager will make sure everyone is still on task, and will make sure that the cause is well written, and revised.

4) On Friday the students will present their causes along with the illustrations of their critters.

5) Each student will fill out their group packet and turn them in at the end of class for a grade.

Requirements:

1) Groups will be divided into four students only.

2) Students will choose one critter (insect, reptile or amphibian) to design a cause for.

3) The cause will be written in a well-formed paragraph.

4) Must have four stylized, or simplified illustrations designed from the original photo they chose of their critter.

5) Each illustration must have its own color scheme. Each must have two colors, but no more than four.

6) The students will present their illustrations and their cause as a group to the class.
