Activity title: My own Printmaking plate
Teacher: Ranae Kelley (references: Arlene Martin)

Grade level: 9th – 12th grades

Media: Ink, Foam core, X-acto knives
Time/Number of sessions: 1 hour 20 min/1week

Objectives: 
· Create a personal picture. Someone you care about, something you like, etc. - (Appreciation: Expressionism).

· Create a technically successful relief composition, plate, and numbered series of prints - Utilize elements and principles of design - develop contrast.

· Write an essay describing the picture you designed, why you chose to design it, and how your artwork reflects you/your opinion.

Motivation/Hook:  Show them Keith Harring and Andy Warhol and how they used printmaking to make posters and t-shirt prints.

Instructions
Preparation:

· Set out foam core pre-cut to size.

· Set out paper pre cut to size.

· Set out x-acto knives.

· Set out colored pencils.

· Have inking area set up.

· Set out burnisher’s.
Procedures:

1. Draw thumbnails- Work may be realistic, stylized, but remember the limitation of the process (work on strong contrasts). Shade areas to cut.

2. Cut size of Styrofoam board with mat knife (larger is better otherwise hard
to get detail)

3. Draw on Styrofoam with Sharpie so no lines are incised. You may want to shade or label areas to cut.

4. Cut with X-acto, at times outlining and at times gouging at an angle.  Can use other instruments as well to incise lines for crosshatching and texture.

5. Ink is applied with brayer, set up registration, and print, using hands to burnish. (Note: oil base inks may dissolve the Styrofoam - use water based inks)

6. Sign and number proof and prints properly.

7. Hand color print (if desired). Example above shows oil pastels. Colored pencils or chalk could be used.

8. Write an essay describing the picture you designed, why you chose to design it, and how your artwork reflects you/your opinion.
Requirements:

1. Students will draw out at least three designs they are interested in making into a plate.

2. After the student has had their idea approved they will begin transferring the design to foam core.

3. The student will shade in the areas that they are going to remove from the foam core.

4. Once they are done designing their plate they will pick out an ink if different colors are available and start printing.

5. The students will label and number each print. They need to have 4 well pulled prints.
Vocabulary: Printmaking, Pop art, printing plate, burnish
Use of Technology: Teacher used word processor to compose the lesson plans, and will give an introduction to the lesson using a PowerPoint presentation.
