Activity title: Take a Road Trip
Teacher: Ranae Kelley (references: Joani Share)
Grade level: 9th – 12th 
Media:  Multi-media painting, maps.
Time/Number of sessions: 1 hour 20 min/1week

Objectives: 

· Create a mixed- media painting that expresses places you have been, places you want to go, or a fantasy world you want to see.
· Incorporate the map as part of your painting.
· Create a narrative with your painting. “Narrative Art.”

· Create a well-balanced composition.

Essential Questions:

1) What makes a work of art be considered mixed media?
2) How do we utilize media to express our feelings?
3) Is the use of media important when making a work of art?
4) What is Narrative art?

Motivation/Hook:  Students will tell a story from their life experiences to create a mixed media art project.

Instructions
Preparation:

· Set up paper and map area

· Set up painting area

· Set up tool area/ other material area.

Procedures:

Day 1

· Students will be introduced to the project, and watch a PowerPoint on Mixed media art and Joseph Cornell.

· Students will draw four compositional thumbnails of their ideas, and once approved they will make a list of the objects or media that they are going to use in their composition.

· Students will then decide what media they will use in each area of their composition.

· This day is just a day of planning. No one should start using media. If they are starting to use media they have not used their planning time wisely.

Day 2

· The students will finish up any planning that they have left.

· They will start sketching out their composition on larger paper.

· Once they have worked out the mechanics of their composition, they need to start tweaking it and decide if there are things they want to take out or add.

· Today is a planning/workday. They can start using media today, but they should not be very far into using the media, due to compositional changes and layout design.

Day 3, 4 and 5

· These will be full workdays using the different medias that the students chose.

· They will need to try and incorporate at least three different medias, and at the most five.

· On day five the compositions will be due, and we will have a critique where each student goes one at a time to talk about the meaning of their mixed media painting.

Requirements:

1) Students must use a map in their composition in some way.

2) Students must have four thumbnails to turn in with the finished piece.

3) Students must have at least three different kinds of media, and no more than five.

4) Students must have at least three objects in the composition.

5) Student must use the entire page.

6) Students painting must have an underlying story as part of the overall composition.

Vocabulary: Maps, Mixed media, appropriation, Narrative art.
Use of Technology: Teacher used word processor to compose the lesson plans, and will give an introduction to the lesson using a PowerPoint presentation.
